APPLICATION FOR APPROVAL TO COMMENCE NEGOTIATIONS ON HIDDEN LAKE AREA STREAMING MODIFICATIONS AND ADDITIONS
Take Notice that NOVA Gas Transmission Ltd (NGTL or the Company) filed an application (the Application) on November 25, 2008, with the Alberta Utilities Commission (AUC or the Commission).
Nature of the Application

Pursuant to AUC Rule 018, and NGTL established practice, NGTL applied to the Commission requesting approval to commence negotiations on Issue T2008-04, “Hidden Lake Area Streaming Modifications and Additions”.
NGTL submitted that the Tolls, Tariffs, Facilities and Procedures Committee (TTFP) adopted Issue T2008-04 on November 18, 2008, for the purpose of evaluating potential rich gas streaming modifications and additions in the Hidden Lake area related to the North Central Corridor (NCC) project. The possibility of rich gas streaming was raised by NGTL in the NCC facility approval proceeding, Application No. 1551990, which resulted in Decision 2008-095 issued on October 10, 2008. The facility modifications and additions would result in the streaming of richer gas supplies toward the existing straddle plants and lean gas supplies toward the NCC, thereby reducing the amount of natural gas liquids contained within the gas stream for consumption in end use markets.

NGTL stated that in the NCC proceeding it committed to further evaluate this streaming proposal and promptly bring it to the TTFP for stakeholder discussion. NGTL noted that in Decision 2008-095 the AUC indicated that it sees merit in NGTL’s proposal to discuss streaming alternatives in the TTFP process.

NGTL also stated in the Application that Determination will be made with respect to recovery of capital and operating costs should the TTFP support the facilities.

Intervention in the Proceeding
Any party who wishes to intervene in this Proceeding must submit a SIP to the Commission by the participation closing deadline of 2:00 pm, December 11, 2008. Further information on SIP submissions is provided on the Commission website at www.auc.ab.ca under Involving Albertans/Application Process/Rates Application Process (or contact the AUC for a paper copy thereof). 
Parties are requested to clearly indicate in their SIPS if they have any objection to the Application as filed and, if so, the nature of the objection. Further process will be communicated by the AUC at a future date and will depend on the SIP responses received.
Subject to the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act, all documents filed in respect of a Proceeding, including any documents filed prior to the start of a Proceeding, must be placed on the public record. Your SIP letter and any other documents you file will be accessible to the public and all other participants in the proceeding through the Proceeding Search system on the AUC website. Please ensure that any document you file is free of information that you do not want to appear on a public record. If you do not want your document or part thereof placed on the public record, you must apply to the Commission under section 13 of the AUC Rules of Practice for a confidentiality order before you file your document.
AUC Procedures

If a submission is filed, the AUC may grant the application without a hearing, or any additional process, if:

(a) the Commission considers the submission to be frivolous, vexatious or of little merit; or

(b) the person filing the submission has not demonstrated that the person may be directly and adversely affected by a decision of the Commission on the proceeding.
